
skeptical and unbelieving 
world that Christians have 
more in common with them 
than our divorce rate or un-
planned pregnancies.  

ñThey donôt know it 
yet, but these 12 unchurched 
families are our churchôs core 
groupò says Rourk.  ñIt is just 
a matter of time for the Gos-
pel to be continually lived out 
before them and for the love 
of Jesus to draw them to Him-
self.  To them it may start out 
as a great opportunity to 
serve the community, but as 
the church is salt and light, 
these not-yet-Christians will 
begin to see God has a pur-
pose far greater than simply 
serving a hot meal.  Itôs up to 
us as believers, to not only 
show Christ love to an unbe-
lieving world, but to speak the 
Truth in love as well.

ñTogether building 
a great city for all peoples, 
by drawing Toronto near to 
God through faith in Jesus 
Christ, boldly professing our 
hope in Him and spurring on 
one another toward love 
and actionò:  this is the mis-
sion of Rendezvous Church, 
a new city wide church plant 
that started the first of ten 
new churches in Toronto 
this summer.  Rendezvous 
is creating a community of 
urban believers that draws, 
maximizes and inspires 
faith, hope and love in Je-
sus Christ. Urban Church 
Planting Catalyst Scott 
Rourk is establishing a Gos-
pel Movement in Toronto by 
starting 10 urban neighbor-
hood churches which help 
people meet Jesus in rele-
vant ways, experience hope 
through authentic communi-
ty and actively love others 
through Word and action.   

To meet the 
unique requirements of ur-
ban centers and to live out 
their value that the city is 
their sanctuary, Rendez-
vous Church will be one 
church community that con-
sists of several neighbor-
hood churches networking 
together. Each will  focus 
resources and attention on 
its immediate communityôs 
residents and their needs 
while seeking the prosperity 
of the city as a whole.  Eve-
ry six weeks, churches meet 
for joint worship gatherings 
& service projects called 
Rendezvous Celebrations.  
ñWe believe the city is our 

sanctuary.  Rendezvous 
forgoes traditional church 
planting models.  For exam-
ple, two years ago Scott 
planted, Oasis Church, an 
inner city community of be-

lievers reaching the margin-
alized in west Toronto.  Last 
Christmas, Rendezvous 
kicked off its ministries by 
gathered twelve un-
churched families from 
Scottôs neighbourhood and 
to Oasis to cook Christmas 
dinner for marginalized fam-
ilies in that community. With 
a generous donation of 27 
turkeys from Second Har-
vest, each of these unbe-
lieving families cooked a 
turkey and brought it with 
them to Oasis to serve.  
This outreach was success-
ful not just because over 
200 hungry people were 
served a hot meal and given 
a Bible, but because an 
opportunity to live out a 
common belief in justice 
was created for a church 
and 12 unchurched families 
it is trying to reach.  Ren-
dezvous may not be the first 
church of unbelievers that 
served Christmas dinner 
and handed out Bibles, but 
they believe creating oppor-
tunities like this is what it is 
going to take to show a 
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What makes Rendez-
vous unique is we did-
nôt come here just to 
plant a church.  We

For 7 weeks, Greg Alexander &  
hosted  four students from South 
Carolina through the Current Canada 
program.  The students did an 
awesome job helping us on 3 
campuses with 58 gospel 
presentations and over 140 spiritual 
conversations.

CHAIN REACTION 
BIKE CLINIC 

Recently, Scott Rourk & Rendezvous 

Church hosted Chain Reaction, 

a city wide free bike repair clinic held 
in Yonge-Dundas Square.  Bikers from 
around the city ascended on Yonge-
Dundas Square where volunteers were 
available to fix bikes free of charge. 
Trek of Toronto bike shop partnered 
with Rendezvous and supplied tools 
and eight knowledgeable hands to 
support the 12 hour event.  While peo-
ple waited in line, Scott and a mission 
team of volunteers were able to spend 
20 minutes sharing Jesus and answer-
ing questions about the bike clinic.  
They casually explained that it was a 
partnership of churches who love the 
city that were providing this service.  
Rendezvous established itself as a 
church that is different and genuinely 
cares about the city, its residents and 
the environment.  This time was also 
used to see how people view the 
church and to learn what other practi-
cal ways the church could help the city 
in the future.    

As a result, roughly 252 bikes were 
repaired and thousands of lives were 
touched with the love and generosity 
of Jesus Christ.  The free bike clinic is 
a great way to share the love of Jesus 
in a practical way with a community 
highly skeptical of Christians and 
church.  Greater still were the barriers 
that were torn down in the community 
and new relationships which were built 
in their place.
