This Christ-
mas we are excited to have had many friends, family, neighbours and co-
workers join us as we host a blanket and coat drive.  On December 18th we 
will be distributing these gifts along with our regular coffee and meals.    As 
we share these material blessings we, of course, aim to bring the love and 
name of Jesus into the centre of this season, one piece that seems to be 
conspicuously and ironically missing from Christmas.  We have also collected enough materials that we will be using 
extras to donate to local shelters who will continue to serve the poor long after the Christmas lights have been taken 
down. 

Another effort that we will be hosting in our attempts to bring the love and name of Jesus into our 
celebrations is to host a neighbourhood carol sing.  With hot chocolate, cookies, some guitars 
and our front lawn, our local house fellowship will be inviting our immediate neighbours to join us 
for some festive cheer.  Following up from the success of our Halloween “Shine Your Light” 
event, we will gather with food, music and good times as we celebrate this season. 

So, as the wreaths continue to shine, the trees glow and good cheer fills the air, we are mindful 
that there are still some great needs.  There are physical needs, emotional needs and certainly 
spiritual needs all around us, despite the “Christmas Feeling.”  We, however, have good news of 
great joy that shall be for all people - A Saviour has been born who is Christ the Lord.  We are all 
very excited to be able to bring this message of hope and of joy into the city as we celebrate this 
Christmas.

Chanukah is also known as the Feast of Dedication or Festival of Lights.  It is a commemoration of the Maccabean re-
volt against the Syrian tyrant Antiochus Epiphanies in 167 BCE.  After a 3 1/2 year battle, the Temple was restored and 
rededicated.  Jewish people remember the miracle of there only being enough oil for one day but legend has it it lasted 
8 days until new oil could be pressed.  Therefore, we light one candle for each night on a chanukia (9 branched cande-
labrum).  Although this is not one of God's Appointed Times like we see in Lev. 23, we do have a biblical reference to 
the feast in John 10 where it says Yeshua (Jesus) was at the Temple for the Feast of Dedication.   
 
Chanukah is a time of rejoicing and the giving of gelt (money) was to ensure even poor Jews could light their candles.  
With the defeat of the Syrians, Jews were once again able to press their own money.  Today, gelt is most often choco-
late coins in gold wrapping but since Chanukah often coincides with Christmas (they even overlap this year) the tradi-
tion was expanded to include any kind of present. 
 
Chanukah has always been a low-key family affair with us but now that we have a home fellowship, this year it's going 
to be different.  In fact, not only do we have our family celebration but we're having a separate one for our congrega-
tional family as well.  Two dinners in one week.  Oy! 
 
To celebrate the first night, we have our spiritual family joining us and of course, guests are included.  We have a 
neighbour who is just recovering from surgery.  I have visited him several times and the other night invited him to join 
us.  Then a couple of days after the first dinner, we have our family affair.  Everyone coming that night is a non-believer 
in Yeshua and so we have an opportunity to commemorate the deliverance of God’s people from destruction but also to 
talk about what it means to dedicate ourselves to God as He is the one who delivers us in times of distress.  We pray 
hearts will be opened to see Yeshua as the Light of the World.
