Religion: 
Good vs.Evil 

 
A 2010 Ipsos Reid poll 
asked the question:  
 
Is religion a force for 
good in the world?  
When the debate framing 
the question was put to 
18,192 citizens of 23 na-
tions, 48% responded that 
religion provided common 
values & ethical founda-
tions that diverse societies 
need to thrive in the 21

st
 

century while 52% believe 
religious beliefs promote 
intolerance, exacerbate 
ethnic divisions & impede 
social progress. 
 
A follow up question 
asked: 
 
“In a world of globaliza-
tion and rapid social 
change some say reli-
gion provides the com-
mon values and ethical 
foundations that diverse 
societies need to thrive 
in the 21st century while 
others say that deeply 
held religious beliefs 
promote intolerance, ex-
acerbate ethnic divi-
sions, and impede social 
progress in developing 
and developed nations 
alike... Which is closer to 
your own point of view?”   
 

 
Responses revealed 
64% of Canadians        
believe religious beliefs 
promote intolerance, 
exacerbate ethnic divi-
sions & impeded social 
progress in developing 
and developed nations 
alike. 
 
Only 36% of Canadian 
respondents agreed with 
the positive view of reli-
gion whereas 64% indicat-
ed it is a negative force in 
the world; in the United 
States it was the opposite: 
65% in favour of religion’s 
social role, and only 35% 
against.
