planted by 2020.
In 2001, the Lord
brought Jeff Christopher-
son, Jim Danielson, their
families and a few others
to Oakville, Ontario with
a vision to see a move-
ment of reproducing
churches birthed across
the region. With The
Sanctuary in Oakville as
the first step, two more
congregations were
started almost immedi-
ately. Through direct
involvement in daughter
works or indirect support
and networking, the
vision of The Sanctuary
sprang to life in 11 new
congregations by 2010.
Additionally, To-
ronto Church Planting
was started to augment
and expand The Sanctu-
ary’s planting vision be-
yond what one congre-
gation could provide.
The scope of
that need may be sur-
prising to many outside
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the Greater Toronto Area
(GTA). For example,
Toronto is the most un-
churched English speak-
ing urban environment in
North America.

Statistics tell us
43% of Canadians have
not gone to any reli-
gious service in the last
year.

Only 1.8% of Canadians
attend an evangelical
church & while Baptists
are statistically the
largest evangelical group
(2.4% of Canadians), 2/3
of them never attend
church.

In 2006, the City
of Toronto was home to
8% of Canada's popula-
tion and 30% of all recent
immigrants. Half of Toron-
to's population was born
outside of Canada. Clear-
ly, the international mis-
sion field has come to our
front door.
